Chapter 13: “Grass”

Task: After reading chapter 13, we will go outside for a creative writing assignment. In order to complete this task you must do the following:

1. Lay flat on your stomach on the grass, and for at least 10 minutes, observe the grass from this perspective. You cannot be within 10 feet of anyone else while doing this. 

2. While lying on the grass, study what you see. How many different types of “grass” do you see? What do you see underneath the grass? (You may have to dig your fingers in). 

3. What do you notice about the roots? (Look across the grass field, and note that it is all connected by a common root system).

4. What is this grass doing with the sun’s energy?

Creative Writing Assignment: Write a poem or short story from the perspective of the grass. How does grass see the world? What does the grass think of us, the people who walk on it every day? If you were grass, what would you write?

You will write your first draft in your English notebooks, under unit one. Your final drafts will be typed in computer lab. 
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
