· Stone Soup update



Jexy Wadle along with our Room Parent Coordinators is working on Stone Soup, and it seems to be right 


on schedule.  Here are a couple points from Jexy:


1. We are reworking the seating and soup lines so that the little kids will have their pots of soup close to 
tables where they can sit and eat (though people can sit anywhere they want).  


2. The soup recipe is being altered from past years.  And all classes will be making soup and are going be 
asked to bring some bread.  Bread will be made by some classes in advance, but middle school will also be 
making soup for the first time.  


3. The school is purchasing pots and other equipment so that we are fully stocked with equipment for every 
classroom.  School is buying: Soup Pots, Ladles, Pot Holders, Cutting Boards, Stirring Spoons, Chopping 
Knives, Trivets. (Suggestion made to store & shrink wrap complete sets so pieces won't go missing before 
the next Stone Soup.)

7. OCS Governing Board report


1. Staff & parent board reps approved including Elizabeth Rainey as 3rd parent member.


2. Much work with single school district process. This will involve creating a school site council comprised of staff 
and parents.


3. Financial update. Cuts still anticipated but already incorporated into current budget. 2010 audit went well. We are 
in compliance in all areas

4. September ADA (average daily attendance) was 97.59%. OCS currently receives funding based on a 95% average 
ADA. If OCS raises its average ADA over the year to 96%, we receive approximately an extra $20,000 in funding.

9. Other information


1. Lauren led a general volunteer training mandatory for parents and guardians interested in regularly volunteering in 
the classroom. It seems most community members interested in volunteering were able to attend this training or an 
ARTS training.  Another training may be held after winter break if there is a need.


2. OPPG Comment Box received a concern that sharing combs or brushes on Picture Day may have led to the 
transmission of lice. Volunteers in attendance assured us that many efforts were made for that not to happen. Parent 
volunteers were asked to not share brushes and combs and the photographer had individually-wrapped combs. We will 
continue to make parent volunteers aware of the danger at future picture days.
