8. OCS Board Report - Jillian O'Connor
	- Jillian reported back after the OCS Board meeting concluded. The OCS board approved the 	following 2011-2012 budget revisions due to the mid-year state of California trigger cuts being 	less than originally budgeted for. The K-4 classes will receive a one-time 8 week art course  	through an S.P.A.C.E (South Pasadena) , the 5/6 classes will receive a 10 week art course with 	The Armory Center for the Arts (Pasadena). The middle school will receive money toward the 	traditional OCS middle school camping trip and raise the remainder. Due to budget cuts, staff has 	been on a salary freeze for 3 years. The OCS board voted a one-time Cost of Living (COLA) 	stipend. 
	- Unfortunately, budget cuts are again expected for the 2012-2013 school year. Discussion about 	the next budget will continue in the spring.
	- The last reported average daily attendance (ADA) was 96.8%. Our ADA determines how much 	funding we get from the state. Our budget is based on an average ADA of 95%. If we could raise 	our average ADA by even 1%, Odyssey could receive an additional $20,000+. Please bring your 	healthy student/s to school every day, try to arrange your vacations around school breaks, and 	check them out before leaving on a day-long adventure. If your student/s will be significantly late 	due to an appointment, please call the office and let them know they will not be absent.
